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The purpose of this report is to inform the Ministry of Health and all stakeholders of the stock levels in the country as a tool that enable appropriate logistics decisions making . This report highlights stock status, real challenges,
bottlenecks but also recommends potential solutions to mitigate stock outs and expiries of ARVs & HIV test kits, ACTs, Anti-TB medicines, Reproductive Health items, selected Laboratory commodities,Vaccines and selected
medicines for treatment of Opportunistic Infections In the Repubic of Uganda

This report serves to: - Act as an early warning indicator for potential stock outs and possible expiries of EMHS

- Identify challenges and recommendations to avert supply interruptions -

- Encourage preparation and sharing of joint supply plans with stakeholders

- Identify strategies for regularly reviewing supply plans for all the commodities

- Encourage donors to honor their commitments in terms of quantities of products expected, t imeliness of deliveries and flexibility.

Summary of the stock status report as of October 2017

This stock status report has been developed taking into account warehouse stock levels as of 1st October 2017 and stock updates received through August and September 2017. Warehouse data utilized includes information
from NMS, JMS, MAUL, UHMG and JCRC.

Anti retroviral medicines

The PNFP sector (JMS and MAUL) are well stocked. However the public sector (NMS) has low stock levels with less than 3 months of stock for most of the ARV commodities except for TDF/3TC/EFV 300/300/600, AZT/3TC/NVP
300/150/200mg, LPV/r 200/50, AZT/3TC 60/30mg, ABC 60, LPV/r 100/25 and NVP 200mg tablets that are well stocked. Shipments are expected from Global Fund savings,GOU call offs and PEPFAR $11.5M. There is a public sector
central level stock out of TDF/3TC 300/300, ATV/r 300/100, nevirapine suspension, nevirapine 50mg, and LPV/r 40/10 pellets.

Shipments for TDF/3TC 300/300, ATV/r 300/100, Nevirapine 50mg tabs, Nevirapine syrup and LPV/r pellets are expected by the end of November 2017.

Global fund approved pre- finance ordering under the new grant and orders for Jan-June 2018 have been placed valued at $72m. PEPFAR has provided additional S 2.2m towards the procrement of ARVs.

Anti malaria medicines and supplies

NMS has low stock levels for all artemether/lumefantrine formulations with stock out of AL 6*3 and 6*2 at end of October,2017. Additional shipments are expected from the Global Fund and GOU call offs. JMS is fairly well
stocked however there are low stock levels of AL 6*4 and malaria RDTs and artesunate powder for injection. Additional shipments are expected for JMS in November 2017, January and February 2018. JMS is expected to be well
stocked through 2018.

Laboratory commodities

There is a risk of stock out of HIV test kits at NMS and a risk of stock out for Determine HIV test kits at JMS. Additional orders for JMS are expected in November 2017, however the stock out in public sector may persist until
orders are received from the new Global Fund grant. HIV test kits are well stocked at MAUL.

EID commodities are fairly stocked, additional shipment expected to be delivered in December 2017.

Viral load commodities are curently well stocked for the period October to December 2017.

GeneXpert catridges are well stocked however sputum mugs are currently stocked out. Shipments for these commodities are expected by the end of December,2017




Medicines for opportunistic infections
NMS is well stocked with fluconazole formulations however all cotrimoxazole formulations are stocked out. Cotrimoxazole formulations currently have no pipeline until deliveries in the new GF grant.Stock out of Cotrimoxazole

formulation sis expected to persist till late 2018.
JMS has sufficient stock for all fluconazole formulations except fluconazole 200mg tablets that are stocked out. An inter-warehouse transfer of Flucoanzole 200mg tablets from NMS to JMS is being processed.

MAUL currently well stocked for both fluconazole and cotrimoxazole formulations.
Vaccines

Most of the vaccines are fairy stocked .Additional shipments for BCG,measles,BOPV and tetanus vaccines are expected by the end of November 2017.

Reproductive health commodities

Most of the reproductive health commodities have low stock levels at NMS except for microgynon that is well stocked.There is a stock out of Depo-provera, Implanon NXT, IUD, male condoms, misoprostol and emergency
contraceptives. A transfer of Depo-provera to the public sector is being processed. Additional funding needs to be availed for the public sector to achieve a full method mix for the target population.

UHMG has low stock levels for most of the reproductive health commodities with a stock out of Misoprostol, Implanon NXT, microlut, IUDs, microgynon, emergency contraceptives, female condoms and Jadelle. Additional
shipments for IUD, male condoms, emergency contracptives,Jadelle, sayana Press,Implanon NXT ,microlut and female condoms are expected.

Anti-Tuberculosis medicines

Anti-TB commodities are well stocked except for Isoniazid 100mg, isoniazid 300mg, RH 150/75,Levofloxacin and moxifloxacin that are stocked out. Levofloxacin is expected by the end of November 2017 and Isoniazid 300, RH
150/75, RHZE 150/75/400/275 by the end of Febraury 2018. There are on-going efforts to obtain additional stock for RH 150/75 and RHZE 150/75/400/275 from Kenya to improve product availability.
TB-XDR medicines Linezolid and clofazimine were recieved. Bedaquiline is stocked out with shipment delivery dates confirmation.
